Key flagship projects driving these measures forward in 2024 include ensuring comprehensive
access to rights and benefits for newborns in low-income households, promoting and enhancing 21°-
century life skills among Thai children and youth, repairing, reinforcing, and creating safe homes for
children, upgrading model early childhood development centers to serve as benchmarks for quality
education and care, strengthening the foster care system to provide stable and nurturing environments for
children in need, addressing and adapting to climate change to safeguard children’s futures, developing a
digital organization and communication strategy to enhance child and youth services, and enhancing child
protection and welfare by upgrading 108 reception centers to improve organizational management,
ensuring safe and hygienic environments, and promoting child-friendly provinces under the “Cities for
Children, Children for Cities” initiative.

Finally, I would like to express my sincere appreciation and encouragement to all executives and
personnel of the Department of Children and Youth. Your dedication and commitment are instrumental in
achieving our mission. | would like to thank the network partners who have provided support and
encouragement to drive the mission of the Department of Children and Youth Affairs to a successful

Operations under the vision of the Department of Children and Youth }

“To be the main organization to determine the policy, support Thai children

and youth to have a good quality of life and sustainable growth”

The Department of Children and Youth Affairs has a mission related to promoting and
developing the potential of children and youth, protecting and safeguarding the rights of
children and youth, promoting the welfare of children, youth, and families, as well as
monitoring and evaluating the implementation of policies and measures. According to the
Fiscal Year 2024 Budget Act, it has been allocated a budget of 18,010,399,200 baht (eighteen
billion, ten million, three hundred ninety-nine thousand, two hundred baht). The expenditure
amounts to 17,998,818,367 baht (seventeen billion, five hundred ninety million, eighty-nine
thousand, three hundred seven baht), which is 99.94% of the allocated budget (as of
September 30, 2024).

Additionally, the total performance result is 3,003,643 people/6 issues/1 system,
which is 103% of the target of 2,916,251 people/6 issues/1 system. The performance results

are classified according to the four national strategies as follows:

1 ) The National Strategy on National Security

The goals according to the national strategy: live well and happy citizen. The
country has the stability at all dimension and level.

The Department of Children and Youth Affairs has integrated its operations with the
Department of Mental Health, Ministry of Public Health, focusing on promoting and
supporting the “TO BE NUMBER ONE” campaign under Her Royal Highness Princess
Ubolratana Rajakanya Sirivadhana Phannawadi. This initiative aims to strengthen immunity
and prevent and address drug-related issues among children and youth in general, including
youth councils at all levels across the country. These councils serve as mechanisms for
monitoring, preventing, and resolving drug-related problems, as well as spreading knowledge
and understanding to create a network of children and youth in communities to join in
preventing and addressing drug issues nationwide. Additionally, youth councils have embraced
the royal guideline “Children and Youth Are united, Not Dependent on Drugs” as a life principle
and organized 805 creative activities focused on preventing and solving drug problems. A total of

57,204 children and youth participated in these activities.

The goals according to the national strategy: Thai people are good, intelligent, plenty

of quality and ready for the 21 century way of life.

® Promoting and developing the early childhood quality of life

The Department of Children and Youth Affairs has integrated cooperation on
lifelong development (focusing on early childhood) with six ministries: the Ministry of Interior,
Ministry of Labor, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Public Health, Ministry of Digital Economy
and Society, and Ministry of Social Development and Human Security. The aim is to
promote the development of early childhood in the 5 H dimensions: Heart, Head, Hand,
Health, and Hi-tech. This focuses on caring for, developing, and promoting learning for young
children to help them reach their full potential, laying a strong foundation for the quality
citizens of the country. Additionally, the progress of early childhood development in early
childhood development centers across the country is monitored according to national
standards. The department also works to enhance the capacity of early childhood workers at
both central and regional levels to apply knowledge in the care and development of young
children. The results of these actions are as follows:

1) Develop the National Early Childhood Development Center Standards to
oversee the quality of services provided by early childhood development centers, and
promote the implementation of these standards across early childhood development

centers nationwide.

2) Elevate model early childhood development centers to meet national
standards by encouraging small child care centers to self-assess and adjust their environments
according to the National Early Childhood Development Center Standards. Additionally, training
is provided for teachers and caregivers to enhance their knowledge and understanding of child

care and development based on the Montessori curriculum. A total of 25 small child care centers
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have been upgraded, including (1) small child care centers under local administrative
organizations in 9 pilot provinces: Suphanburi, Nakhon Pathom, Phetchaburi, Chiang Rai,
Phayao, Roi Et, Ubon Ratchathani, Songkhla, and Pattani, and (2) small child care centers in self-
reliance communities, with 3 locations: Ban Rakam self-reliance community in Phitsanulok,
Lam Nam Oon self-reliance community in Sakon Nakhon, and Lopburi self-reliance
community in Lopburi. Furthermore, the Department of Children and Youth Affairs has
expanded the age range for child care services from 3 months to 3 years, with 1 model
center located at the Ministry of Social Development and Human Security, aiming to elevate
it as a model small child care center. Moving forward, efforts will continue to integrate the
development of early childhood development centers across all sectors.

3) Develop the capabilities of 200 early childhood practitioners by enhancing
their knowledge and understanding of child developmental psychology, child behavior
management, techniques for organizing learning experiences, nutrition for early childhood, as
well as the ability to assess development, provide first aid, and prevent diseases in children.
Additionally, they will be trained to write fire evacuation plans, conduct fire drills, and take
appropriate precautions in the event of an emergency.

4) Support the operation of private childcare centers that charge no more than 5,000
baht per month by providing (1) developmental materials for children and supplementary food
(milk) for 33,228 children in private childcare centers, and (2) academic knowledge, training, and
capacity — building for operators, caregivers, and parents to enhance their skills in proper early
childhood care and development. This includes inspections and monitoring of 1,183 private

childcare centers to ensure compliance with ministerial regulations and standards.

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The Department of Children and Youth Affairs has promoted and supported

funding for the Children and Youth Councils at all levels to drive activities for the development

of children, youth, communities, society, and the nation, in accordance with the standards of the

Children and Youth Councils and the local context. This aims to create good models. In 2024, a

total of 8,059 activities were organized, with 446,834 children and youth participating. They are

calculated as 104.55% of the target of 1,716 houses.

2) Enhance essential life skills, as well as provide preparation and

development of knowledge, vocational skills, and social skills that align with the needs and

aptitudes of individuals. Activities include, for example:

Empowering children and youth networks through the Youth Identity
Search Project: Good Seedlings, which organizes camps and activities to
promote and support children and youth in learning and taking action.
The project aims to foster understanding, reasoning, self-awareness,
acceptance of mistakes, goal setting in life, and a commitment to
contributing to the common good. It encourages participation in problem-
solving and creating benefits for the community and society, strengthening
both. A total of 19,836 children and youth applied to participate in the
project, engaging in volunteer activities for the public good.

Climate Change activities through the youth-led 'We Think for the Earth'
initiative, which involved online training for youth leaders from 77 provinces,
with a total of 385 participants. These trained youth leaders will serve
as environmental ambassadors in their communities, promoting
awareness about the impacts of climate change and ways to prevent
and adapt to its effects on society. Additionally, the project has been
driven at the local level through awareness campaigns, the development
of curricula for children and youth, the creation of online media
materials, and hands-on activities such as building water retention
dams, waste collection and sorting, creating organic waste compost bins,
setting up 'Save the Earth' stations, tree planting, mangrove restoration,
vegetable gardening, fish releasing, and creating products from recycled
waste.

Job Creation and Youth Employment Activities: *New Gen Start-up for
Society*, which promotes and develops modern entrepreneurs who can
keep up with government policies and are ready to enter the workforce

in the digital world of the 21st century efficiently. This activity
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supports vocational and higher education students—targeting 595
participants—who are interested in and possess skills for entrepreneurship.
The program provides them with a platform to start businesses, including
supporting youth who already have businesses by equipping them with
knowledge to analyze and expand their ventures.

(4) Arts and Child and Youth Development Activities, which include Art
Therapy: Fulfilling Dreams, aimed at developing skills, concentration,
self-expression, and creativity in children and youth through art therapy
processes. These activities focus on physical, mental, emotional, intellectual,
and social rehabilitation and development. The program targets 86 children
and youth affected by unrest in Pattani province. Additionally, there is
a painting competition titled Local Identity, One Land, which
encourages and instills creativity in children and youth, promoting the
conservation of local culture and pride in their hometown. A total of 448
entries from children and youth nationwide were submitted to the
competition.

3) Develop and drive policies and measures to promote and develop children
and youth by supporting academic knowledge in research and the
development of social innovations at the local level. This includes
participating in the signing of memoranda of understanding on academic
cooperation in cooperative education and the integration of education
with work, as well as meetings to enhance understanding of social
partnership projects. Additionally, efforts have been made to prepare
reports on the development of children and youth and to drive
initiatives based on the recommendations and policies for children
and youth in accordance with international cooperation frameworks. This
includes participation in working group meetings to develop the
ASEAN Regional Guidance on the Role of the Social Service Workforce in
Disaster Risk Reduction and Climate Resilience, conducted via Zoom

Cloud Meeting.

® Promoting and Providing welfare for newborn - 6 years

1)

Providing a subsidy of 600 baht per month to families with children from birth to 6
years old, targeting poor families or those at risk of poverty. This measure aims
to encourage parents or guardians to enroll children in government services
to ensure they have a good quality of life and appropriate developmental
milestones for their age. The goal is for children to access quality government
services in a systematic manner. In the fiscal year 2024, 2,678,588 children
received this subsidy. The families of these children are protected under
basic rights according to the Convention on the Rights of the Child, ensuring
their children’s development is in line with age-appropriate milestones. Families
can also access medical and social services for their children appropriately."

Monitoring and evaluating children who received subsidies for newborn
care and have exceeded the age limit of 6 years. In the fiscal year 2024,
the target was to monitor 116,918 children. As of 2024, 164,762 children were
monitored, representing 140.92% of the target. It was found that children who
have exceeded the age of 6 years showed improvements in their quality of life
in 5 areas: income, health, education, living conditions, and access to

government services.

® The development of the welfare system and the provision of welfare

services for children, youth, and families has been carried out in two forms:

1)

Provision of welfare services in the form of foster families by arranging both
domestic and international foster families for children and youth, ensuring
their registration. A total of 1,936 children and youth were assisted, and target
groups facing social hardships received protection, rights safeguarding, and
access to basic services in the four essential areas. Efforts were made to
promote and develop their potential for living, education, ethics, morality, and
appropriate skills to reduce social inequality, enabling these children and youth to
live peacefully in society. A total of 5,297 children and youth in the target group
received social welfare services. Additionally, efforts are being made to
increase the number of registered foster families, with ongoing publicity
campaigns to support the care of children in need and reduce the long-term

placement of children in institutional care.
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2) Children and youth in families facing social problems received assistance

through the provision of emergency subsidies to support children in families
experiencing social hardships. This assistance aims to improve their quality
of life, well-being, and living conditions, ensuring protection and social
security. A total of 95,731 children and youth were supported out of a
target of 115,083, achieving 83.18% of the goal. According to the Department
of Social Development and Welfare’s regulations on assisting children in
families (1986) and the Department of Social Development and Welfare’s
regulations on assisting children in families (2004), families with one child
receive 1,000 baht in aid, while families with more than one child receive 3,000
baht. As a result, the assistance provided to the target group did not fully
align with the initial plan.

Provision of welfare services in the form of child care institutions by assisting
target groups facing social hardships to ensure they receive protection, rights
safeguarding, and access to basic services in the four essential areas. This also
includes promoting and developing their potential for life skills, education,
ethics, morality, and other appropriate skills to enable them to live peacefully in
society. A total of 6,011 children and youth benefited from these services.
However, to ensure that children and youth receive the greatest benefits and
grow up in a family environment, the Department of Children and Youth Affairs
has facilitated the return of children in its care back to their families and
communities. A total of 278 children were reintegrated, surpassing the target for

fiscal year 2024, which was 271, achieving 102.58% of the goal.

® Protection of welfare and provision of services in children's and family

homes

1)

Provide temporary services to individuals facing various social problems, including
children, youth, women, and disadvantaged groups, through the mechanism
of children's and family homes in collaboration with a multidisciplinary team.
This includes fostering and caring for children in care facilities, as well as
developing children's potential by organizing developmental programs for
each age group, from birth to 18 years old. Additionally, support is provided to
alleviate immediate hardships for children in families facing social problems
in both central and regional areas, with a total of 24,181 individuals receiving

assistance.
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2) Improve and repair housing for children and families, with a total of 1,794
houses. This includes 300 houses that were rebuilt or constructed and 1,494
houses that were enhanced, achieving 104.55% of the target of 1,716 houses.
The goal was to ensure a safe living environment by integrating cooperation
between social development partners (CSR) across government, private

sectors, civil society, and businesses in the local area.

® The development of measures and mechanisms to assist, protect, and
safeguard children and youth.

1) Develop a child and youth protection system by driving initiatives under the Child
Protection Act through the enhancement of the target groups' capabilities for
child protection by provincial child protection committees and
subcommittees. Additionally, work is driven under the Dormitory Act of 2015
to ensure that children and youth are protected and kept safe.

2) Collaborate with the Digital Economy and Society Council of Thailand to
develop a manual for the protection of children and youth in the
online world. Additionally, organize the '‘Big Summer Break, Heart Full, Skill
Boost with Digital Youth' activity online, with 1,371 participants

3) A mechanism for protecting children and youth in communities has also been
established in the form of community child protection centers in 76 provinces
to screen children facing problems. These centers enable communities to manage,
monitor issues, and provide appropriate assistance and referrals to children in
accordance with minimum child care standards. Moreover, a Child Protection
Information System has been developed as a database to improve the
effectiveness of child protection under the Child Protection Act B.E. 2546. This
system enables quick and thorough identification of children who need
protection and welfare services. In the fiscal year 2024, 90,956 children received
screening and assistance (Green: 89,722, Yellow: 771, Red: 463). Shelters for
Children and Families provide assistance to children and families who are
facing social problems and are in distress (a group of red and yellow). Shelters
for Children and Families support social welfare services in all dimensions in
a holistic manner, including health, education, income, living conditions, and

access to government services.

4) Create a child and youth protection mechanism in the community by establishing
community child protection centers at the sub-district level. This aims to
strengthen and integrate child protection mechanisms at the sub-district level
to develop the potential of networks, enabling them to effectively and
comprehensively provide assistance, protection, and safeguard children's
rights in the area. Currently, 7,228 community child protection centers
have been established across 76 provinces. A total of 90,956 children have
been screened, and the top three issues identified for children were: (1)
children unable to eat, sleep, and participate in activities on time; (2) children
who are generally unhappy; and (3) children with disabilities and/or chronic
illnesses or health conditions that have not received consistent care. The top
three issues identified for caregivers were: (1) caregivers facing financial
problems and debt, preventing them from taking care of children in daily life;
(2) caregivers being unemployed; and (3) families experiencing crises without

support.

4 | The National Strategy on Public Sector Rebalancing and Development

The goals according to the national strategy: Public sectors have a work culture that
focus on achievement and comprehensive advantages in response to people need,
rapidly, transparently and without corruption. The Department of Children and Youth

has carried out the following actions:

® The enhancement of service development systems, management, and
information systems for children and youth. The outcomes of this initiative
are as follows:

1) Develop personnel to have knowledge and understanding of their roles
and responsibilities, while being aware of their duties in public service. This
enables them to harness their potential to fulfill their work in alignment with
government policies. Personnel from the Department of Children and Youth are

able to coordinate with network partners to drive organizational
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communication efforts, ensuring that the target groups of the Department have
access to their rights comprehensively. This is achieved with the support of the
media and network organizations from both the public and private sectors,
which actively participate in disseminating information beneficial to children
and youth.

Enhance the development of public service systems, aiming for a digital
organization that is transparent, accountable, and has a reputation for good
governance. The Department has received several prestigious awards,
such as the Digital Government Award for the quality of public sector data
governance, the Quality Agency Award for open data disclosure through the
Government Open Data Center, and the Compliance Award for adhering to the
Personal Data Protection Act (PDPA). These recognitions stem from the
evaluation of PDPA compliance activities under the project to develop
government platforms to support compliance with personal data protection
laws (Government Platform for PDPA Compliance: GPPC) by the Ministry of
Digital Economy and Society.

® Prevention of corruption and misconduct, instilling the awareness of being

good citizens with a culture of integrity among children and youth. The

results of the operations are as follows:

1)

Supported the National Youth Council of Thailand and youth networks to
organize activities promoting ethics, morality, and integrity by creating youth
leaders to prevent corruption and misconduct. A total of 188 activities were
organized, with 12,284 children and youth participating.

Enhanced knowledge and understanding about corruption prevention
surveillance, instilling the value of zero tolerance for corruption, and encouraging
creative actions in preventing corruption among the Youth Council and youth
networks. A total of 400 participants were trained to serve as a mechanism
for monitoring and preventing corruption, fostering values of non-acceptance

of corruption.
